After capturing the “Myrtle Beach Area Golf Course of the Year” award, 
Grande Dunes advanced to the state level and competed against golf courses from the Upstate, 
Midlands, Charleston and Hilton Head regions.  
 
The South Carolina Board of Directors selected Grande Dunes based on criteria established by 
the National and State Golf Course Owners Association that included exceptional quality of the 
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course, exceptional quality of the management, outstanding contribution to the community and 
significant contribution to the game of golf. The Grande Dunes Resort Club and Burroughs &
